SX002D  	Common data model for the S-Series ILS specifications
Abstract
With the drive for an integrated set of Integrated Logistic Support (ILS) specifications, the need arises for a standard data exchange and an interoperable data model that allows such exchange. This cannot be achieved if the data models are spread across different specifications and do not share a common core. The SX002D Common data model for the S-Series ILS specifications provides a common reference across all S-series specifications.
SX002D provides a clear relationship to AP239, PLCS.
Responsible organization
The specification is being developed by an international team of European and US experts working under the joint chairmanship of AIA and ASD representatives with the contribution of the individual specifications steering committees and working groups.

Each specification of the S-Series suite of ILS Specifications has a representative in the working group that compiles SX002D.

Business justification
The main business driver is to provide a common reference framework that can be used across multiple specifications, thus providing consistency in data models and ensuring interoperability for data exchange.

Business benefits 
The SX002D contains the core model that is shared between all S-Series ILS specifications and handbooks. For this purpose, SX002 includes all constructs that are shared by at least two specifications. It provides a clear relationship to AP239 PLCS reference data.

The harmonization of data models and data exchange mechanisms across the S-Series of ILS specifications provides greater consistency across specifications, allows easier understanding of the relationships between the different specifications, and ensures the interoperability and seamless data exchange across the whole suite of specifications.

It is also the intention that SX002D is provided in electronic format, so that tool vendors and developers can use the data model for the development of S-Series compliant applications.

The companion document to SX002D is the SX001G Glossary for the S-Series ILS specifications. SX001G provides all definitions encountered in the common data model (CDM) for all units of functionality, classes, attributes and values.

A second companion to the SX002D is SX004G UML readers guidance. This document provides a common overview across all S-Series specifications about how to read a data model.

Finally, DMEWG-2011-005 UML Writing Rules and Style Guide provides the rules for the naming of model elements, as well as the guidelines on how to develop the data models for all S-Series specifications.. This increases the coherence of the data models and significantly simplify the development of an integrated data model across all S-Series specifications.
